She served as a consultant to the individual affiliates, and led the training department that conducted specialized trainings in governance, leadership, fundraising, fiscal oversight, event planning and team building. Susan also served as the Director of the Susan G. Komen Race for the Cure national fundraising event.

Having completed her undergraduate degree at St. Joseph College, Susan attained a Master of Science in Education Administration and Leadership from Indiana State University. She has completed coursework for a doctorate in Educational Leadership.
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
