To participate in the Stamp Out Hunger food drive, leave a sturdy bag containing non-perishable food next to your mailbox prior to the time of regular mail deliver on May 14.  Food items should be in non-breakable containers, such as boxes and cans. Items in demand include:

- Canned soups
- Canned vegetables
- Pasta
- Rice
- Peanut butter
- Tuna
- Green beans
- Juice boxes
- Cereal

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Letter carriers will collect the donations during their normal Saturday delivery and bring them to the River Bend Foodbank. Quad Citians without a mailbox wishing to participate in this effort should contact their local post office for more details.

“Leaving out a single food item at your mailbox absolutely makes a difference –it’s amazing how it all adds up”, says Tom Laughlin, executive director of River Bend Foodbank. “Right now we greatly need food donations to help the more than 10,000 people served every week through our distribution network.  Most donors don’t even realize that 40% of their donations will actually feed children.”

Collections from the food drive will benefit the River Bend Foodbank located in Moline, IL. The food bank is the largest relief organization in the bi-state region serving 300 feeding programs and distributing 7 million pounds of food a year to a twenty-two county area in and around the Quad Cities. 
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
